Nalbari College.  

The ‘World Environment Day’ was celebrated with extreme energy 

and enthusiasm in Nalbari College organized by Nalbari College 

Teachers’ Unit and Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC), Nalbari 

College in collaboration with Medhi Nursery, Dhamdhama  on 5th 

June, 2023 at Digital class room, Nalbari College. The programme 

was started with a welcome speech by the Principal, Dr. Kamal Nayan 

Patowary, Nalbari College, Nalbari. In the speech he addressed the 

students and asked them to increase awareness among the people 

about the importance and role the environment plays and the need to 

protect it. Mr. Ananda Khataniar, Brand Ambassador, Forest and 

Environment Department, Govt. of Assam was invited as the resource 

person for the programme. He planted a seedling of Neem tree 

(Azadirachta indica) and inaugurated ceremony. Ananda Khataniar 

dwelt on his experiences with natural diversity along with his moves 

for plantation and conservation of nature in various district of Assam. 

Expressing his love for nature, he dwelt on how he started the process 

of plantation since 1st January, 2012 and highlighted his whole 

journey.
